(a)&(b): The Production-Linked Incentive (PLI) Scheme for ‘Specialty steel’ covers 5 
broad product categories with an outlay of ₹ 6322 crore to be released over 2023-24 
to 2029-30. The detailed guidelines for the scheme have been notified on 20th 
October, 2021.   
 
(c) Mission ‘Purvodaya’ encompasses development of the Eastern Region in the 
states of Odisha, Jharkhand, Chhattisgarh, West Bengal and parts of Andhra 
Pradesh by enabling capacity addition of crude steel and development of 
infrastructure and logistics in the region.  
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
